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Sound Effects and Music in Programmes

When using pre-recorded Sound Effects or Music in programmes, the audio should be
from alinear source.

Avoid using MP3 files or files that use other "lossy" compression formats as, after
processing, these can result in audible cascade artefacts.

The BBC collection of Sound Effects is available on Audio CD and for download in linear wav
format from the BBC Intranet: http://resources.radio.bbc.co.uk/services/sfx/index.aspx.

Independent producers can order the CDs through BBC 1&A (Gram Library) or access the
wav file database via the BBC I&A Research Gateway. To do this you need to set up an
account and have a BBC programme charge code.
