Thank you for enquiring about an audition for a new BBC One Series casting the role of ‘Nancy’ in the New West End production of  
OLIVER
Do you have what it takes to follow our Maria, Connie Fisher and our Joseph, Lee Mead into West End superstardom?
The playing age for the part is 17 – 35, but the only age requirement to audition is that you are over 17 by the 1st January 2008.
The auditions will take place on the following dates
24th January 2008 – BELFAST



26th, 27th January – MANCHESTER



1st, 2nd 3rd February – LONDON
6th February – GLASGOW

The BBC reserves the right to change audition dates and locations.  You are advised to check the website for any information updates.

ARE YOU ELIGIBLE?
Auditions are open to amateurs and professionals. You may have never had a singing lesson in your life or have been training in musical theatre - either are welcome to give it a go. It does not matter which you are, what we are looking for is the real potential to make the part of Nancy your own.  

All applicants must be over 17 by 1st January 2008. 
We are aware that future stages of our auditions may coincide with A Level examinations and educational commitments but would ask that you do not let this put you off auditioning for Nancy. Should you be successful at initial selection stages, we are prepared to discuss individual applicant's requirements on a case by case basis and will endeavour to accommodate everyone where possible.

The competition is open to UK residents who are legally entitled to work in the UK. All applicants will need to bring along photo ID as proof of age and identity, please bring either a passport or copy of your birth certificate. 
WHAT YOU NEED TO PREPARE FOR YOUR AUDITION 


STAGE 1
We will present all candidates with a short section of a set piece to sing.  This will be provided on the day. 

STAGE 2
If you are selected to go through to Stage 2 you will need to have prepared 2 SONGS of your choice to perform during your audition. 
We want to hear two CONTRASTING songs so we can truly examine your vocal range. 
At this stage we are looking for variety, hence one song should be a classical / musical theatre peace and the other a more contemporary song that showcases your vocal range and talent. Your song choices are entirely up to you! 

Please note that you will only be asked to perform a VERSE AND A CHORUS of one of your chosen pieces.
YOUR AUDITION SONGS WILL NOT BE ACCOMPANIED BY MUSIC AND/OR MUSICIANS.
DO NOT BRING BACKING TRACKS OR SHEET MUSIC!

THE AUDITION PROCESS

Your audition should only take ONE day (you will not be called back the next day); however we recommend that you keep the day after free just in case we cannot see all applicants for two stages of auditions on one day.
Please note these could be long days.  We recommend you wear appropriate clothing, as you may have to queue outside. We also recommend you bring something to eat and drink with you. Toilet facilities will be available, but we are unable to provide childcare facilities.

We recommend that you keep your audition day free from 9am – 7pm.
THE FIRST DAY OF AUDITIONS AT EACH LOCATION IS ALWAYS THE BUSIEST.

If you run out of time to send this form back to us before you audition, please bring it with you.

When you arrive you will be directed to a queue and will register your arrival at our reception desk.
Once through the doors you will be invited into a holding area.  This is where you will wait before Stage 1 of the audition process and your assessment will begin by members of our team.
STAGE 1 – 1ST AUDITION
· This is your first opportunity to sing. Your performance will be judged by our professional casting agents.

· You will be asked to sing a short section of a set piece that we will provide.
· In addition to singing you may also be interviewed on camera by our crew. 
· If you successfully make it through Stage 1, you will be one of the lucky ones selected to perform one of your chosen songs at the next stage of the audition.
STAGE 2  – THE FILMED AUDITION 

· The Stage 2 audition will take place on the same day as your Stage 1 audition.

· At Stage 2 you will be asked to perform a VERSE & CHORUS from one of the 2 songs that you have prepared for our casting agents.
· After your audition you will be notified whether or not you have been selected to go onto the next phase of the competition.

FOR CONTINUITY REASONS IT IS VERY IMPORTANT THAT YOU WEAR THE SAME CLOTHES FOR ALL STAGES OF THESE REGIONAL AUDITIONS.  
STAGE 3  – CALLBACKS
· The Stage 3 audition dates are 16th, 17th and 18th February 2008
· The difference is  that here you will be viewed by our on-screen panel

· We will let you know more details of what you need to prepare for this if you make it to this stage.
AUDITION TIPS

IT’S NOT JUST SINGING!  
Singing in musicals is acting through song, albeit still in tune!

Choose a song that reflects both of your skills.

You only have one chance so be ready to give the musical performance of your life!
DRESS TO IMPRESS!

Even before we get to hear you perform the first thing we will notice about you is how you dress. Remember, if you want to stand out in a crowd and make an immediate impression on our producers - get your glad rags on! 
Please make sure the clothing you choose to wear does not have visible logos as the BBC cannot show them on television.
AFTER THE AUDITION  
You will be notified ON THE DAY whether you have been successful or not.  We would like to thank you now for your interest and participation in our search for ‘Nancy’!
If you are successful after the audition you will need to be available provisionally for the following dates:
· 16th, 17th and 18th February 2008 – Audition Call backs

· Wed 21st, 22nd, 23rd, 24th, 25th, 26th February 2008  - Workshop and final audition performance

· And throughout mid March, April, May 2008 for the LIVE television show.
For these dates the BBC will pay travel and accommodation expenses for parties invited to attend.

Leave Junction 17 of the M60 and follow the A56 towards Manchester City Centre. After 4 miles (Boddingtons Brewery on the left) turn left onto Trinity Way (A6042) sign posted A62 Oldham/M62 Leeds. The Manchester Evening News Arena is on the right. At the second set of traffic lights turn right onto A665 which is sign posted Ring Road, once through the lights keep in the left hand lane. New Century House is directly in front of you at next set of traffic lights. For the nearest NCP car park carry on through the lights (Miller Street) and the car park is on the left hand side.
From M62 West:
Travel along the M62 until this becomes the M602. Travel along the M602 until the end following the signs for Manchester City Centre, this road becomes the A57 (Regent Road). Stay on this road for 1 mile passing a retail park on the left. Turn left onto Water Street and travel through two sets of traffic lights and a pedestrian crossing passing Granada Studios. At the T junction turn left onto New Quay Street and follow this road for about 200 yards and it becomes Trinity Way travel along here until Manchester Evening News is on your right hand side. At the second set of traffic lights turn right onto (A665) which is sign posted Ring Road, once through the lights keep in the left hand lane. New Century House is directly in front of you at next set of lights. For nearest NCP car park, carry straight on at the lights (Miller Street) and the car park is on the left hand side.

By Overground trains: 

From Charring Cross Station to auditions:
Come out from the station and walk down Villiers Street towards Victoria Embankment follows this road down to Westminster Bridge Road.  Cross Westminster Bridge, take the first road on the left hand side called Belvedere Road, this is the main entrance to the Marriot County Hall.  

From Waterloo Station to auditions:
Take the London Eye exit from Waterloo station which will take you towards the river, bear left down the stairs onto Belvedere Road and the main entrance to the Marriott County Hall will be on the right hand side.
